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Instructions

1. The first step that needs to be done is to make sure that each component is plugged in and properly connected.  Let’s start with the LCD projector:  
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2. The second thing we need to do is to make sure that the DVD/VCR player is properly connected to the control box:  
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3. The next step is to make sure that the control box is properly connected to all of the components:  
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4. Once all components are properly connected, the control box serves as a remote control for all actions involving the LCD projector:  
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5. Now that we have box operational, let’s put it to work.  In order to project the DVD/VCR player you must start with the following steps:
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6. Once you have activated the projectors, it is time to start up the DVD/VCR player:  (Please note that most functions must be performed with the unit’s remote control).  
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7. If all of these steps were followed properly, the projector should show your video: 
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8. Now that we have the DVD/VCR player working, let’s show you how to hook up your laptop.  In order to project your laptop you must start with the following steps:
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9. The next step is to make sure that the serial cable is properly connected to the serial port on the back of the laptop as pictured here:  
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10. Also, if your presentation has sound then you must make sure that the audio cable is properly connected to the headphone port on the side of the laptop as pictured here:  
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11. Once the serial/audio cables are connected, you must press the blue FN button and the F8 button simultaneously (sometimes multiple times) as pictured here:  
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12. If all of these steps were followed properly, the projector should show your laptop screen:
