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· Caution:  Always unplug the overhead projector before replacing the bulb.
Step 1:

Look at the front of the overhead projector and find the lock switch that opens the top of the projector.  Push the switch in and slide down.  The top will open.
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   This is the lock switch to open the overhead projector.

Step 2: 

Look inside the overhead projector and find the bulb in the front center of the overhead projector.
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         This is the bulb.


Step 3:

Remove the bulb by pulling the bulb straight out and replace it with another bulb.  Make sure that you use the correct bulb.  The bulb may fit but if it is not the correct one the bulb will burn to hot and cause the bulb to blow or possibly worst.
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Step 4:

Close the top of the overhead and you are ready to use it again.
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Step 5:

Plug in the overhead projector and see if the bulb is working.  Great Job!!!

How to Replace the Bulb in a LED Projector
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CAUTION:  Always unplug the projector for the wall before beginning to replace the bulb module.
Step 1.  Turn the LED projector on its side so that you can see the bottom of the projector.
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Here is the screw.
Step 2:  There is an opening that is held closed by a screw.  You will need a phillips screw driver to open the compartment. Unscrew the bolt and take the cover off.
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Step 3:  Remove the three screws.
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Here are the three screws.  The screw in the middle has a plastic clip that you must remove after you remove the screw.  The plastic clip seems to hold the bulb module in place.

Step: 4   Use the silver handle and pull the bulb module out carefully. 
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         This is the bulb module.

Step 5:   Replace the whole bulb module with the replacement module.  Put the screws back into the module and put the cover back in place.
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Step 6:   Plug the LED projector back into the wall unit and turn on to see if the new bulb is working.

VCR/ DVD Combo Player


This directions sheet gives a tutorial on how to set up an LED projector with a computer and a VCR/ DVD combo player.  If you have an individual VCR or DVD player, the setup will be the same as with the VCR/DVD combo.  We will begin with setting up a LED projector with a computer.  The LCD projector used in this tutorial is a DEL model #1800 MP LED projector, and the DVD/VCR combo is a Magnavox model # MWD2205 combo player.

Section One:  Connecting an LED projector to a Computer

1. Make sure you have all necessary equipment.  You will need a functioning computer with a computer monitor (powered up), LED projector, and VGA connection cord, VGA power cord, and projection screen.  


2.  Place your projector in a location 

             that will easily project your presentation.  





4.  Locate the VGA connection cord.  In the back of your computer you will find a VGA output port.  This is what it will look like if you are using a laptop:
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If you are using a PC, this is what it will look like:

2. The other end of the VGA will go into the back of the LED projector.  

5.  The other end of the VGA will go into the back of the LED projector.  
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6.  Now press the “on” button on the LED projector.
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7. Horray!  The image should now project on your projection screen.

Section 2:  Connecting an LED Projector to a DVD/ VCR combo (or individual DVD or VCR player):   

1. Make sure you have all necessary equipment including a DVD, VCR, or DVD/ VCR combo, LED projector, LED projector power cord, yellow RCA cord, and projection screen.  

2. Place your projector in a location that will easily project your video.  (See #2 from Section 1)

3. Make sure your projector is plugged in from the projector to the outlet or surge protector.  (See #3 from Section 1)

4. Make sure your VCR or DVD player is plugged in from the devise to the outlet or surge protector.


5. Unplug everything from the back of the VCR or

            DVD and locate the yellow “video out” jack.  

           Place one end of the yellow RCA cable in 

           the “video out” jack of the DVD or VCR

           player.  



6.  Now press the “on” button on the LED projector.   (See #5 in Section 1)

7. Begin your video on the DVD or VCR player.  

8.  Yippee!  The video should now project on your projection screen.

Prior to use of the Student Response System, there is a CD that contains the software which will need to be installed on the computer you will be using.  These directions begin after the intial installation process.

1. Installing the receiver  
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The reciever has a USB connector that you will connect to the computer you are using like so. 
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Once you have done so, you will double click on the Icon for Beyond Question.
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2. Setting up the program

Once you open the program, you will see a screen like this.  


You will then be able to add your class, locate lessons, and program the remotes.

Promethean Board

Using a Promethean Board in the Classroom


 This past summer, Stewart Middle School had Promethean Boards installed in all classrooms.  There are three major pieces of equipment/software that allow the board to work.  There is the board, the pen and the ActiveInspire software.  The vendors for the Promethean Boards sent their IT specialists to install the boards and all wiring from the projection panels and computers.  Then, our IT department installed the ActiveInspire software that allows the interactive component to work with the Promethean Board. 


The following picture shows what the board looks like after installation.  Notice, it is installed directly on the whiteboard.  It is connected to the projection panel and computer through wiring in the ceiling.  It has a power adaptor that is plugged into the wall below the board.
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After logging into the computer, turning on the projector, and opening the ActiveInspire software, the following two screens will be displayed on your Promethean Board and computer:
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At this screen, you will want to click on, ‘Create a new flipchart’.  You can do this either from your computer or on the Promethean Board with the assistance of the interactive pen.
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Now, the fun begins.  You are ready to create your interactive lesson.



The interactive pen works like a mouse.  You can move images and text with the pen:
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Once you have chosen your background template, you can begin adding layers of multimedia data, such as sound and images.


Here, we are creating an interactive lesson featuring William Shakespeare’s, A MidSummer Night’s Dream.

When your lesson is complete, you can save the flipchart for future use or manipulation. You can log out of the program just as you would any other software program.  Once your projection panel is turned off, the Promethean Board is turned off.

Helpful Tip: If you experience difficulties between the interactive pen and the board, the board may need to be calibrated.  This is a simple task.  First, hold the pen in front of the flame on the board. Next, follow the ‘x’ and tap the board with the pen.  This should solve the problem.

The Promethean Board offers endless resources for innovative and interactive lessons.  If this is your first time using the board, I would suggest just taking some time to play around with it.  The first encounter can be a bit overwhelming. 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Please note:  If you are using a PC with only one VGA output port, you will need to unplug your monitor to gain access to this port.    
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6. Unplug everything from the back of the LED projector (except the power cord) and locate the yellow “video in” jack.  Place the other end of the yellow RCA cable in the “video in” jack of the LED projector.
