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Cyber bullying





Cyber bullying is when a child preteen or teen is threatened using the Internet, interactive and digital technologies, including mobile phones. Both parties involved have to be minors. When an adult becomes involved it then turns to cyber-harassment or cyber stalking. There are ways to recognize and perhaps prevent potential attacks by cyber bullies. One way is to educate the kids about the consequences that will take place if this occurs. In some schools this mean immediate dismissal.  Also teaching them about using respect for others and standing up against bullying will help also.  The parents and teachers can teach children how to use non- aggressive ways of solving problems. They need to let the children know that they can come to them for support. Report any bullying to the principal and guidance counselors at the school. This should also be put into the acceptable use policy in each school. If the parents see that the bullying is a physical threat then they need to report it immediately to the law enforcement agency.  Take a printout of the transactions of the bullying. Cyber bullying leaves emotional consequences for others.  Many bullies do it out of anger, low self-esteem, or just to get laughs.  Sometimes it takes years to get over and sometimes the victims never get over it. The best way to get over emotional consequences is to prevent them by educating the students. Let them know about cyber bullies and why they do it. Teach them what to do at the beginning if they think they are being bullied. Teach them to tell an adult at the on start of the bullying. About one in four adolescents are cyber victims and they experience various negative consequences, particularly anger and sadness. Parents and teachers can help victims overcome the emotional consequences.  One way is to teach safe Internet practices is for students. Let the victims talk with guidance counselors. Create a support group.

About one in four adolescents are cyber victims and they experience various negative consequences, particularly anger and sadness. Parents positively reward verbal and physical aggression in sons and positively reward interpersonal and social skills in daughters. Females are more likely to tell their parents than males.
