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The Goals of the Grant

We will provide a creative outlet in the computer class that will help improve students’ attitudes and students’ academic grades through the use of this grant. All 6th, 7th, and 8th grade students enrolled in Ms. Hayes’ computer class will benefit from this project. The number of students fluctuates throughout the grading periods, but on average this will be about half of the middle school population (approximately 65 students). 


Student morale will be improved as they are allowed an opportunity to be more creative, as well as receive extra credit in their academic classes. They will create tangible products that they can take ownership in, which will increase student motivation. In addition, students will create magnets and posters that they will sell in order to turn around and buy more products that can be used in the computer lab. In summary, the main goals of obtaining the Kids in Need Foundation grant are to:

· Provide students with additional classroom time devoted to academic subject areas

· Increase student interest and motivation in the classroom by allowing them to create products
· Provide students an opportunity to use a combination of technology skills and individual creativity to produce academic based projects that they will receive credit for in their academic classes
· Utilize student computer skills for fundraisers that will allow the school to keep the projects going for many years to come
The Objectives of the Grant
The grant project will be led by the computer teacher, Ms. Hayes, and me, Ms. Honaker (ITC). The academic teachers will be consulted about curriculum and project ideas and will be responsible for giving students extra credit as well as providing Ms. Hayes with academic standards that the students are covering in class.  The specific objectives of the grant are:

1) Students enrolled in the computer elective class will spend 2 to 3 class periods a week working on technology projects that are academically based.

2) Students enrolled in the computer elective class will receive extra credit in their academic classes for their technology-based projects, increasing their averages up to 2-3 points at the end of a grading period. 

3) Students enrolled in the computer elective class will create magnets and posters for a fundraiser in order to generate approximately $300
to be used for more technology classroom supplies.

4) The students enrolled in computer classes, as a whole, will create a minimum of 15 educational posters to be displayed in the middle school hallway and a minimum of 5 educational slideshows to be displayed on the television distribution system in the classrooms during homeroom.
