	Learning Plan

	· Hook/Motivation
	The teacher will show a power point introducing the Georgia State Symbols to interest students and allow them to get creative ideas.

	· Connections to Previous Learning
	This is the beginning of a unit in which students will learn about the state they live in.

	· Procedures
*Number these
	1. The teacher will show a power point introducing the Georgia State Symbols to interest students and allow them to get creative ideas.

2. The teacher will explain to students that they are going to make a power point about the state’s symbols.

3. The teacher will divide students into groups of three and four.

4. The teacher will assign each group a state symbol to research and make a power point about.

5. The teacher will hand out the Georgia State Symbol brochure for students to use to gather information.
6. The teacher will pass out the rubric and explain what needs to be included in the power point (state symbol name, state symbol picture, dates, and highlights about the state symbol).
7. The students will have 30 minutes for two consecutive days to complete this project.
· Researching on the internet

· Creating a Power Point including necessary information

· Preparing for class presentation.
9. The students will present their power points by groups to the whole class.

	· Student Processing/Products
	Students will create a 4-6 slide power point presentation to show their knowledge about Georgia State symbols. The students can request the teacher’s help, but should complete most of the project on their own. The students will share their power point projects by group to the whole class.

	· Adaptations
	Some students may not work well in groups and may choose to complete project individually.

	· Connections to Other Disciplines
	The students are listening, reading, and writing which is all a part of language arts; they are also choosing visual artwork to provide more interest for the reader of the power point presentation.

	· Extensions/Enrichments
	The students who finish early will clean up their area, return to their desk, and quietly read a book. If the students want to research Georgia State Symbols more may continue to do so through the internet or books in the library.


Reflection (Michele Knepper): I enjoyed making this lesson plan. I will be even more excited when we finish our websites and can have all of our materials for our lesson plan linked so that it is at the students reach. I think that integrating technology into lesson plans is a wonderful idea; it prepares students for their future in the work force. I think it is a very creative way for students to learn.
