	Learning Plan

	· Hook/Motivation
	Show pictures of the five different regions of Georgia and ask the students if they know which state in the USA has all of these things.

	· Connections to Previous Learning
	This is a continuation of the Georgia Unit the students have been learning about.

	· Procedures
*Number these
	1. We will discuss which state has all of the features and then move on to describing each picture.

 2. The teacher will then ask five students to come to the front of the classroom and hand them each one picture of a region in Georgia. 

3. The students will put them on the large Georgia map where they believe the pictures belong. 
4. The teacher will then discuss the features of each region and will write a definition on the white board. 

5. The teacher will then ask the students if they still believe that this is the region in Georgia where the picture belongs. 

6. We will correct the pictures and an explanation of each region will be given as we place the pictures with the region in Georgia they belong in. 

7. The teacher will then go over how to use Microsoft Publisher to create a flyer.
8. The teacher will break the students up into five groups, assigning each a region of Georgia.
9. The students will begin research on their assigned region using Internet Explorer.
10. The students will then take their research and apply to a flyer of that region that would make tourists want to visit that particular region of Georgia.
11. The students will then present their flyer to the class on the projector.
12. The students will pass out to everyone in class a copy of their flyer.

	· Student Processing/Products
	Students will create a flyer to show their knowledge about Georgia’s regions. The students can request the teacher’s help, but should complete most of the project on their own. The students will share their flyer by group to the whole class.


	· Adaptations
	If students are unable to use computers they will be put in a group with someone the teacher knows is computer capable.

	· Connections to Other Disciplines
	The students are listening, reading, and writing which is all a part of language arts; they are also choosing visual artwork to provide more interest for the reader of flyer.

	· Extensions/Enrichments
	If students finish early they will help other groups who are not quite ready to present their flyer.


Reflection (Michele Knepper): I like this lesson because students are able to complete their research but then advertise their region with the facts and opinions they choose. I hope that students will be interested in traveling to the regions they study and want to learn more about them. This is very useful for students who are unable to travel so they can be informed and see pictures without going to the specific region.

Reflection (Katie Rentz): I think this lesson is good. It allows students to research and create a flyer in Microsoft Publisher. This project allows the students to be creative, and I think that will help them remember the material. Learning about regions can be boring, but by adding this technological feature of Publisher it is exciting and memorable. I believe students will walk away from this lesson with a great understanding of the features of the five regions in Georgia.
