Title of Lesson:  

Inferencing Charades
Grade Level:  

Fifth

Date: 

November 2, 2006

Description:

Students will learn the difference between what is stated and what is inferred, implied, and implicit. 

Objective:

Students will act out a list of words and their classmates will infer what they are acting out with 80% accuracy.

Standards:

Assessment/Evaluation:

Students will be assessed/evaluated on their participation and accuracy of Inferencing Charades.  
Adaptations:

· Allow students to act out words with a partner.

· Pass out cards before starting game so students have time to think about what they are acting out.  

Materials:

· Box (to place charade cards in)
· Index Cards

· Black Marker

· Large Area (to act out words)

Procedures:
1. To prepare for the lesson, write these words on an index card with a black marker:

a. Frustrated

b. Bored

c. Surprised

d. Frightened

e. Shy

f. Worried

g. Exhausted

h. Stressed Out

i. Thrilled

j. Embarrassed

After these words have been written on an index card, fold in have and place in the box.

2. First, start out by discussing what stated means.  Give an example of how something is stated directly in a book.  Secondly, discuss what inferred, implied, and implicit means.  
· Implied- to indicate or suggest without stating directly

· Inferred- (inferencing) to conclude by reasoning or from facts; deduce
3. Once students understand the meanings of these terms start the inferencing charades.  Be no one talks; the students acting out the words are trying to suggest with out directly stating.

4. After playing the game discuss the words, the game, inferencing, and what is stated.  This lesson helps students understand the meaning of these terms.
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
