Lesson Plan

Title of Lesson:  

Stupendous Suffixes
Grade Level:  

Fifth

Date: 

October 4-6, 2006

Description:

Students will discuss suffixes, view a PowerPoint, play a game and create a graphic organizer in order to help students realize the role/job of suffixes.
Objective:

Students will participate in suffix activity and complete a suffix graphic organizer with 80% accuracy.

Assessment/Evaluation:

Students will be assessed/evaluated on the accuracy of their graphic organizer and class participation.  Neatness, organization, and class conduct will also be taken into consideration while evaluating.

Adaptations:

Allow students to work in mixed groups and provide time for students to discuss/share their work.  Visually share/write on the board.
Materials:

· Construction Paper to create the Suffix Cards
· Tape

· Suffixes PowerPoint
· Suffix Sheets from www.bbc.com (see below)
· Computer Paper to create suffix graphic organizer
· Computer (www.bbc.co.uk/skillswise/words/spelling)

Procedures:

1. As a warm-up, have students complete the Suffix Sheets (below).  When students are finished review the paper and see if there are any questions, concerns, or comments.
2. Watch PowerPoint on suffixes:

a. When the PowerPoint states “Board Activity”, tape all the suffix cards to the board.  Discuss what each suffix means, and allow students to help with the discussion and explanation/definitions.
3. Next, pass out the computer paper and instruct students on how to fold the paper so it has 8 boxes (see example below).  Use the top two boxes to write the heading “Suffixes: at the end of a word”.  Then, label the other six boxes with the six prefixes below.

4. Complete the game/activity at the end of the PowerPoint.

5. During the computer center have students go to the site www.bbc.co.uk/skillswise/words/spelling to play some online games with suffixes.
