These are some examples of over used words in our classroom so we “put them to rest”.  Students can no longer use the word at the top of the tombstone, but they may use the synonyms listed below.
Artifacts: Books made by the students (from the Dictionary Skills Lesson Plan, Homophone Lesson Plan, and Idioms: Figurative Language Lesson Plan)
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I bound the students work into books.  They absolutely love looking through them!

Artifact: Dia de los Muertos Mask and Marigolds
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On day one of the lesson, students read about Dia de los Muertos and colored a mask.
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Day two of the lesson, students learned the history of Dia de los Muertos and Halloween.  We compared and contrasted the two holidays using a Venn diagram.  Then we made paper marigolds, which are the flower of Dia de los Muertos.
