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1. How do you compensate for children with disabilities?

· We simply follow the IEP.

· It is imperative that we follow the IEP; it is required by law.

· The IEP lays out specifically what we must do.
· At Carrollton Middle School, we feel that every student has a disability in some form or fashion.  It could be the color of their hair or their home situation.  We broaden the term of Special Education.  We accommodate every student in ways that met their personal needs.  

2. What types of materials/resources do you use for children with disabilities?  
· Anything; if it is listed on their IEP papers then we must get it so the students can use it.

· Lap Top Computers

· Writing Programs

· A personal therapist

· Anything that is required

3. What accommodations do you make for teachers who have students with disabilities in their classroom?

· Basically the same thing that we do for the students who have a disability- provide them with the materials needed to teach the student.  

· We make any accommodations that are needed as well as required.

· We also prepare in advance to show teachers some of the equipment they may need to use in order to help the child.  

4. How do you helps students with disabilities transition from school to school?  What changes are made to the school?
· We have built a new school that consists of only fourth and fifth graders.  When students reach fourth and fifth grade they are at very different developmental stages (mentally and physically) than the students in K through third grade.  
· We try to mock the Junior High School.  This allows things to become more natural to the students and will not be so foreign.
