Play the Game!

Protect your shark:  Aim at your shark with your mouse, then click to fire bubble to lead it away from danger and get food.  If you run out of bubbles, you’ll have to wait to fire again.

Stay Alive:  If your shark doesn’t eat enough, it will lose strength (check the Health-O-Meter).  If your shark encounters dangers such as fishing nets or predators, it could die.  Be careful!  You only get five lives and if you die out, the whole ocean ecosystem will be unbalanced.

Win Points:  You’ll win points for every second that you keep your shark alive.  After you have won enough points, you will advance to the next level where you will swim with a different species of sharks.
